The Parties agreed that the Lessee shall pay the rental value as
follows:

Article (10): Grace period
The Second Party shall have the right of a grace period of
(cerriees ) starting from the date of signing the Agreement,
during which the following shall be implemented:
- Submit the executive plans for the project by the
Second Party.
- Obtain the building permit from the Municipality and all
licenses required to complete the work by the Second
Party.
- Conduct soil borings by the Second Party.
- Execute and furnish the project with all its elements and
services.
The Second Party shall be exempted from paying the rental value
during this period.
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Article (11): Performance Bond

The Lessee shall provide a performance bond five years before
the end of the Agreement term, provided that such bond shall
be equivalent to the rental value for one contractual year. The
performance bond shall be provided in the form of a bank
guarantee letter issued by a bank accredited by the Saudi Central
Bank (SAMA), it shall be unconditional and irrevocable and shall
be payable upon request by TBC without the need for a warning
or a court judgment. The guarantee letter shall also be valid for
the remaining period of the Agreement, and TBC has the right to
extend or liquidate the same for any reason without the need to
notify the Lessee; to repair any damage or conduct maintenance
to the building upon handing over or for any other breach
caused by the Lessee. In the event that the Lessee fails to provide
a performance bond that meets the above conditions and on the
specified date, the Company has the right to terminate the
Agreement and confiscate any rental value provided other than
the penalty clause and to recourse against the Lessee for
compensation.

Article (12): Additions and Improvements

The Second Party shall not have the right to make any new
additions, modifications, or improvements that contradict the
approved designs except after obtaining prior written approval
from the First Party. In the event of a violation, any such
additions, modifications, or improvements shall be removed. The
Second Party shall restore the things to their previous condition
at his own expense if the First Party wishes to remove such
additions, modifications, or improvements.

Article (13): Utilities and Services

1- The Second Party shall provide public utilities to the site and
bear the costs of providing electricity, water, sewage, telephone,
and other services and shall maintain all related matters at his
own responsibility, as well as backfilling, excavation, and leveling
works. If any utility lines feeding a government Asset conflict
with the establishment of the Educational Asset, the same shall
be modified at the expense of the Second Party without any
responsibility on the First Party.

2- The Second Party shall bear all fees and fines resulting from
the implementation and operation of these utilities imposed by
the competent authorities.

3- The Second Party shall pay all its consumption fees and the
consumption fees of its contractors in the event that they fail to
pay them for electricity, water, and other services starting from
the date of signing the Agreement and during the Agreement
term.

4- The Second Party shall equip and furnish the schools at his
own expense so that schools are ready for operation.
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Article (14): Project Execution

The Second Party shall assign the implementation of the project
to a specialized contractor approved and licensed by the First
Party, and provide the First Party with a copy of the contract
concluded between the Second Party and the contractor.

Article (15): Supervision of Implementation

The Second Party shall contract with an engineering consulting
office to supervise the entire implementation process, provided
that such office shall be licensed and approved by the First Party.
The Second Party shall submit a copy of the contract concluded
with the consultant to the First Party, and the consulting office’s
engagement in terms of implementation and supervision work
shall be with the TBC's Project Management.

Article (16): Furnishing and Operation

The Second Party shall furnish and operate the schools by
himself or rent the schools to an operator approved by the First
Party within three (3) years from the date of signing the
Agreement and to ensure the availability of operational
The
operator shall also contract with specialized maintenance

standards in the contract signed with the operator.

companies for the entire contractual term. The First Party has
the right to demand a penalty clause, confiscate the rental value
paid in advance, and terminate the Agreement in the event of
violation by the Second Party.

Article (17): Insurance

The Second Party shall insure the Asset immediately upon the
start of construction. The insurance of the project shall continue
after construction under an insurance policy from an insurance
company licensed in KSA. The insurance coverage shall remainin
effect and may be renewed throughout the Agreement term.
Such insurance shall include all damages that may occur to the
Asset and third parties. The Second Party shall ensure that the
insurance policy covers all possible damages and obtain the First
Party's written approval thereof.

Article (18): Complying with the Applicable Laws, Regulations,
and Resolutions

The Second Party shall comply with the applicable laws,
regulations, and resolutions in all its work in the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia and undertake, at his own expense, to fulfill the
governmental requirements and procedures related to
approvals, permits, and licenses in relation to the land and
buildings subject to the Agreement and their uses, including, but
not limited to, obtain the licenses required by government
entities, ministries, and public authorities. The Second Party shall
submit to the First Party a valid copy of all necessary licenses at
all times, as well as the Second Party shall be responsible for all

regulatory and criminal liabilities arising from the construction
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and building works as well as the project operating works before
all relevant government entities and any third parties.

Article (19): Penalty Clause

The Parties agreed that the Second Party shall pay to the First
Party (TBC) an amount equivalent to a rental value of three
years, which amounting to SAR ........ as a penalty clause, in the
event that the Second Party breaches any of its contractual
obligations under this Agreement or withdraws therefrom.

Article (20): Agreement Termination:

The First Party has the right to claim the penalty clause and
confiscate the performance bond, if any, and any rental value
paid in advance, and accordingly terminate the Agreement and
recover the Educational Asset from the Second Party, with the
reversion of ownership of the Facilities constructed by the
Second Party, whether fully or partially completed, to the First
Party. If the Second Party breaches any of his obligations under
this Agreement as per the following cases:

1- If the Second Party withdraws from the Agreement, the First
Party has the absolute right to dispose of these Facilities as it
deems appropriate.

2- If the Second Party breaches any of the terms and conditions
of the Agreement or the documents or papers thereof.

3- If the Asset is used for a purpose other than that for which it
was allocated (establishing a private school that includes early
childhood).

4- If the payment of the annual rental value is delayed for a
period exceeding (15) fifteen days from the beginning of each
contractual year according to the dates specified in the annexed
payment schedule.

5-If the Second Party fails to obtain all the licenses and approvals
necessary to implement the project within (6) six months from
the date of signing the Agreement.

6- The Second Party fails to complete the project and all
construction works during the grace period referred to in Article
(10) above.

7- If the Investor fails to start construction work within (8) eight
months from signing the Agreement or the completion rate falls
below (30%) during the first year of the grace period.

8- If the Second Party leases the schools to an operator not
approved by the First Party.

9- If the Second Party constructs or operates the schools in a
manner that violates the engineering and operational
specifications.

10- If the Second Party assigns the Agreement or sub-leases the
Asset without obtaining prior written approval from the First
Party.
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11-If the Second Party arranges any rights in rem on the Facilities
during the Agreement term, such as mortgaging the Facilities or
otherwise.

12- Failure to comply with any of the laws, regulations, or
resolutions in force in KSA.

13- If the investor fails to submit an educational license or a lease
agreement with an educational entity within a period not
exceeding two and a half years from the date of signing the
Agreement.

14- If the Educational Facilities are not operated within three (3)
years from the date of signing the Agreement.

Provided that the First Party, upon becoming aware of this
breach, shall take the following actions:

A- Notify the Second Party in writing by registered mail or the e-
mail mentioned at the beginning of this Agreement, requesting
him to fulfill his breached obligation within (15) fifteen days from
the date of the notice, and such notice shall be considered as the
first warning.

B- If the Second Party fails to respond to the First Party’'s request
and the first warning period expires, the Second Party shall be
given a final written warning by registered mail to fulfill his
breached obligation within a final period of (15) fifteen days
from the date of expiry of the first specified period, under
penalty of terminating the Lease Agreement concluded with
him.

C- If the Second Party fails to take the necessary action and fulfill
his obligations in full within the period specified in the final
warning, the Second Party shall be notified in writing by
registered mail or the e-mail mentioned at the beginning of this
Agreement of the decision to terminate the Agreement
concluded with him and withdraw the project directly without
considering any justifications.

D- The performance bond, if any, and any advance payment shall
be confiscated, and the Second Party shall be required to pay the
penalty clause, and ownership of the Facilities shall revert to the
First Party, whether they are completed or not.

Article (21): Agreement Expiration:

The Lease Agreement shall expire in any of the following cases:
1- The expiry of its original term.

2-Expiration of the agreement for public interest
requirements:

In the event that an order is issued by the State to remove all or
part of the land subject to the Agreement and any buildings
thereon that have been constructed in accordance with the
terms of this Agreement and the annexes thereof as per the

Article (22): Ownership of Facilities

Ownership of all Facilities and fittings built on the Educational
Asset subject to this Agreement shall be reverted to the First
(TBC)
Agreement for any reason.

Article (23): Eviction of the Leased Asset

The Second Party shall vacate and hand over the Leased Asset to
the First Party upon expiration of the term or termination or
cancellation of the Agreement in accordance with the following
controls:

1- Payment of all financial obligations arising from this
Agreement such as the rental value, public utilities fees, etc.

2- The Second Party shall hand over the Asset, buildings, and
additions built thereon (immovable) to the First Party in good
condition and suitable for direct use.

3- In the event that the Lessee continues to benefit from the
Leased Asset after the specified date for eviction and handing
over without the approval of the First Party, the Lessee shall pay
the compensation set by the First Party without referring to the
Second Party until the legal date of eviction and handing over of
the Leased Asset.
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4- At the end of the Agreement term, the Hand Over Report shall
be signed by both parties or their representatives. If the Second
Party fails to sign the Hand Over Report, the signature of the
First Party shall be sufficient.

5- The Second Party shall deliver all documents and papers
related to the project to the First Party.

6- At the end of the Agreement term, its termination, or
expiration, the Lessee shall hand over the Asset and buildings.
As per paragraph (2) of this Article, everything that is fixed in the
buildings and their fittings shall be fixed assets that the Second
Party has no right to dismantle, remove, or transfer, such as
(doors - windows - electric generators - plugs - sanitary ware -
electrical systems - air conditioners - communications systems -
civil defense systems, etc.).

All constructions shall be the Asset of the First Party and the
Second Party has no right to claim the same. In the event of a
violation of this, the First Party has the right to demand that the
Second Party pay the value of all dismantled or damaged things.
The liability of the Second Party towards the First Party may not
be discharged until the value of the compensation is paid. In all
cases, the First Party has the right to deduct the value of the
damages or otherwise from the performance bond, if any, or to
initiate a legal claim.

Article (24): Liability and Effectiveness of the Agreement
against the Parties and Third Parties:

1- The First Party shall not be responsible before any person,
body, or authority for any actions or activities that violate the
applicable regulations or the prevailing customs and traditions
in KSA committed by the Second Party or the Sublessee, if any,
or his visitors or employees within the Leased Asset, and the
Second Party alone shall be responsible in full for these actions.
The Second Party shall generally respect the prevailing traditions
and customs in KSA, and shall not harm or injure his neighbors in
any way.

2- The Second Party undertakes to keep the First Party harmless
against any complaints, claims, obligations, or proceedings
resulting from actions and behaviors that violate the prevailing
regulations or customs in KSA, committed by the Second Party
or one of his employees or the sublessee, if any, during the
Agreement term.

3- In the event of liquidation or bankruptcy of the Second Party,
this Agreement shall apply with all its terms to the heirs or
liquidator of their business or their private and public
successors, who shall be responsible for implementing the
obligations contained in this Agreement with all its provisions
and terms.

4- The Ministry of Education (the Landlord) has the right to sell
the Leased Asset (the Asset and its buildings) during the
Agreement term to any other party without prejudice to any of
the Second Party’'s rights under this Agreement.
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Article (25): Assignment of the Agreement

The Second Party shall not have the right to assign the
Agreement or any part thereof without obtaining the prior
written approval of the First Party. The Second Party shall not
have the right to dispose of the Facilities it has established on
the Asset in any way or to arrange any right in rem thereon
during the Agreement term including a mortgage or to assign it
in whole or in part with or without compensation.

Article (26): Subleasing

The Second Party shall not have the right to sublease the entire
land or part thereof except after obtaining the prior written
approval of the First Party.

Article (27): Customs Facilitations and Recruitment

The First Party may not provide any facilitations in terms of
recruiting labor, materials, or machinery or provide customs
facilitations.

Article (28): Letters and Correspondence between the Parties
All notices, claims, and data related to this Agreement shall be
in writing in Arabic language All contract correspondences shall
be in Arabic. However, the investor may use English language
along with its transaction into Arabic at his own expense. And
the Arabic version shall prevail in case of conflict or ambiguity
whatsoever, and all notices shall be sent to the addresses of the
parties indicated at the beginning of this Agreement and shall be
delivered to the other party at his headquarters specified in this
Agreement, with a signed return receipt in the event of hand
delivery, or sent to him at his address by registered mail or e-
mail, as the case may be, and provided that proof of delivery is
provided, provided that in any of these cases, if the addressee
notifies the other party with another address, this new address
or e-mail shall be considered an alternative to the address
specified at the beginning of the Agreement, after fifteen (15)
from the date of receiving the notice of the change of address.

Article (29): Governing Law and Dispute Resolution:

1- This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the applicable laws in KSA, and any claims
arising from the same shall be settled in accordance therewith.

2- The Parties agreed that in the event of a dispute in the
interpretation or implementation of this Agreement or any of
the provisions thereof, it shall be resolved amicably, and if this is
not possible, the matter shall be referred to the competent
court in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia in the city of Riyadh.

Article (30):

After the completion of the construction and erection of the
school and the commencement of the study therein, the Second
Party shall be subject to the violations and penalties applicable
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to private schools that are stipulated in the Regulations for

International and Private Schools and the relevant laws,

regulations, and resolutions.

Article (31): Review and Knowledge of the Agreement:

Each party acknowledges that he has reviewed, understood, and
accepted all the terms of the Agreement and its purposes in full
and that the Second Party shall comply therewith completely
and fully.

Article (32): Counterparts of the Agreement:

This Agreement is executed in two copies in Arabic, and signed
by the Parties, one for each party to act upon, provided that all
pages of the Agreement and the annexes thereof shall be signed
and sealed.

Therefore, the Agreement was agreed upon and signed by the
Contracting Parties, and they agreed to all the terms and
conditions contained in the Agreement documents.

Article (33): Contract Language:
Arabic shall be the
interpretation and execution of this contract. The parties may
