Therefore, the Agreement was agreed upon and signed by the
Contracting Parties, and they agreed to all the terms and
conditions contained in the Agreement documents.

Arabic language shall be the approved language for

interpretation and execution of this contract. The parties may
draft the contract or any part thereof in English beside the
Arabic language. In case of any discrepancies between the
English and Arabic versions, the Arabic version shall prevail. And
the Arabic language will be the reliable language in contractual
